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Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
This weekend, we hear from fellow parishioners who have participated in the Christ Life program 
that took place last year.  It was a wonderful, spiritual success and once again, we will carry out 
this series to expand our love for the Lord Jesus within our parish.  Catholics are bound to 
evangelize.  What is evangelization?  One definition of evangelization is “to share religious 
beliefs, especially Christian ones, with other people.” The Lord Jesus gave us the Great 
Commission: “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything that I have 
commanded you.” (Matthew 28:19).  One hears in some Catholic circles that we should not 
convert people to Catholic Christianity.  I believe this is rubbish and is against the Gospel 
mandate from the lips of Our Savior. In the movie, The Bells of Saint Mary’s, Sister Benedict 
speaks of a religious vocation, “It's not because you've lost something. It's because you've found 
something.” We have the fulness of the faith.  We have found our most loveable Savior. Why 
would we not want to share the love, the beauty, the truth that we have found?  We have found 
Jesus and as our parish motto is “to make Jesus known and loved” so we must know and love 
Him if we are to give Him to others.  How stingy and limited are we when we want people to stay 
in false religions and systems?  We certainly respect all faiths (outside of satanism and 
paganism), but all religions are not the will of God and are not to be encouraged.  Jesus is the 
Way, the Truth, and the Life! Jesus…period.  Christ Life is a way that we deepen our love for 
Him and do so through interacting with fellow brothers and sisters.  We hear in the witnesses this 
weekend that everyone met new people, making new Catholic friends and we all saw how rich in 
faith is Our Lady of Hope Parish.  I ask you to pray as to whether you would like to participate in 
Christ Life.  If you have already participated, you can volunteer; we would love to have you.  If 
you were not part of it, come out and rejoice in the Lord Jesus.  Information is now being 
released about when and where Christ Life will take place.  Sign up online or in the vestibule the 
next two weekends. Why Christ Life? “Whoever has the Son has life; whoever does not have the 
Son of God does not have life.”
