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Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
This past Friday, we saw the Funeral Mass of one of our former pastors, Monsignor Joseph 
DiMauro, take place in the church that he saw built from the former Saint Anges Church. I have 
known Monsignor since I was a boy as he was stationed at my parish as a young priest.  He 
would return as pastor in Woodbury many years later.  I will always remember Monsignor as a 
welcoming and energetic priest who loved to see various projects concerning the Church come 
to fruition.  As the current pastor of Our Lady of Hope, Saint Agnes and Saint Jude, I express 
gratitude for all that Monsignor did to build this parish into the great parish that it is today. While 
many of our current parishioners did not know Monsignor personally because they merged into 
Our Lady of Hope from Saint Jude’s Parish or because they came to the parish after Monsignor 
had already moved on, there are many stories and wonderful memories that are being shared 
over these days. May Monsignor DiMauro rest in peace eternally. It is wonderful to hear affection 
for a priest. How great it is to be a priest!  If only men would truly understand the Priesthood of 
Jesus Christ, so many more would offer their lives to serve Him with their whole lives.  Foolishly, 
people will say that we would have more priests if we could marry or if we would serve as priests 
for a term rather than for life!  This is not the problem. Certainly, a priest’s life is a challenge, but 
should it not be so? The problem is the ebbing of faith in our society.  If we desire to imitate 
Jesus, we must give up much to gain even more than we could ever have imagined. A good 
priest is never lonely and at times, even craves time alone. Loneliness is a problem in broader 
society. Mother Teresa once noted that loneliness is worse than hunger for a piece of bread.  
When she sent her sisters to the Bronx, the sisters were greatly challenged because the 
loneliness, abandonment, and isolation were so overwhelming. This is not so with a busy priest. 
Saint Jose Maria Escriva wrote, ““People who say that we priests are lonely are either lying or 
have got it all wrong. We are far less lonely than anyone else, for we can count on the constant 
company of the Lord, with whom we should be conversing without interruption. We are in love 
with Love, with the Author of Love!” Pray that the Lord will call more men to serve as His priests, 
His closest disciples.  He is calling, but many men cannot hear due to the nonsense going on this 
world.  Saint John tells us, “Whoever is of God hears the words of God. The reason why you do 
not hear them is that you are not of God.” (John 8:47). Let us pray for holiness!
