St. Pelagius:  
Pelagius was born at Asturias, Spain around 912. At the age 
of ten, he was left with the Moors as a hostage for his uncle. 
At that time Abd-ar-Rahman III was the ruler of Cordova, 
Spain. When Pelagius had not been ransomed after three 
years,  Abd-ar-Rahman told Pelagius he would set him free 
and grant him rewards if he would deny Christ and become 
Mohammedan. When Pelagius  refused to deny his faith, Abd-
ar-Rahman subjected him to the cruelest of tortures. Eventu-
ally he died at the hands of his tortures in 925, and his body 
was dismembered. In 985 his relics were moved to Oviedo.  
“O God, You have raised up for us a wonderful example of 
faith in the person of Your Martyr St. Pelagius. May we always 
willingly defend our faith against all challenges. We ask this 
through Christ our Lord, Amen”
