Dear Friends in Christ,
On Sunday, September 7 , two young people will be canonized by Pope Leo XIV in Saint
Peter’s Square. The crowd will be immense to be sure. I know that Blessed Carlo Acutis
has received a great deal of attention. We had his display in our chapel last year. The
saint to whom I have had a devotion to for several years is Pier Giorgio Frassati.Carlo
died at the age of fifteen and Pier Georgio was only twenty-four when a disease claimed
his life. Both were Italian, attended daily Mass, loved the Holy Eucharist and the Virgin
Mary. Pier Giorgio was from Turino which is the city that protects the Holy Shroud of
Turin.He especially loved the poor and belonged to the Saint Vincent de Paul Society, was
a Third Order Dominican and was a Catholic Activist which fought true fascism and the
Masonic Lodge who were enemies of the Church. Pier’s feast day is July 4  and he is the
patron of students, young Catholics, mountaineers, youth groups, Catholic Action,
Dominican tertiaries, and World Youth Day. Pope Saint John Paul II called Pier Giorgio the
“Man of the Eight Beatitudes.” Despite coming from wealth and upper-class society (his
father was the founder of the famous and still in existence, La Stampa Newspaper), Pier
Giorgio was very affectionate to the poor so much so that he caught a type of polio,
probably from his interaction with poor. His funeral in 1925 was attended by thousands
in the streets of Turino. Soon to be a saint Frassati was not a great student, but he spoke
not only Italian, but German and French and was sophisticated despite his simple nature.
It has been said that he may be named the patron saint of stylish dress which came
natural to him due to his station in life rather than his being a dandy. Clint Branam noted
of Frassati, “Born into Turin’s upper class, Frassati’s plain ties and tailored suits were
appropriate for his station and met the standard expected at university, in the mountains,
or serving the poor. In Catholic Europe, quality and beauty were intertwined and treated
as moral goods: fine materials, clean lines and good fit honored the body as a temple.”
We could do with a bit of that spirit today in America! Pier Georgio loved the Lord’s Real
Presence and another of his great tools was the Holy Rosary. Father Rinaldo Ruffini
reported of Pier Giorgio: “How many times in hotels or in mountain shelters, in the
evening, all of a sudden Pier Giorgio’s voice rose above the commotion which he himself
had instigated, chanting the Holy Rosary with his out of tune voice so loudly that even
the boarders who were not from his group were compelled to join in.” Frassati is also an
example of living a full life. He loved sports, outdoors, family, friends, priests, poetry,
singing and anything written about the True Faith. He exemplified the words of Saint

Irenaeus, “The glory of God is man fully alive!”  Pessimism is not the spirit of the disciple
of Jesus.  God can do all things, change all things and everything 
He does is life giving. Pier Giorgio not only  believed this
but exemplified it in his life. Simple and  yet inspiring were 
his words, “Jesus is with me. I have nothing to fear.” 
This is a saint for our times! 
Pier Giorgio Frassati, pray for us!
